“Bad Ken’s Scars from the Trenches”.   
 

Sue S from Baja Arizona says that "when the opponents find their comfort 

zone, you must bid to take them out of it. Here is another hand from Fre-

dona.  Lucky’s hand  held ©K10542, 9̈, §K98, and ¦A976. Lucky's right 

hand opponent opened 3¦’s, Lucky passed and Lefty bid 3 ’̈s (forcing in 

most systems), Bad Ken passed, and right hand opponent bid 4 ’̈s. OH—

OH, the comfort zone. Lucky quickly bid 4©’s--Sue told me she had once 

bid 4©’s in this situation with a 4 card suit to get them out of their comfort 

zone. Long story short--4©’s happened to make 4 on a hand that the op-

ponents could make 4 ’̈s. Nobody was sure if they were supposed to sac-

rifice so we played 4©’s. Actually, that leads me to another rule which we 

will talk about soon. "Taking out insurance" is a concept that says you 

should bid one more when you think the opponents might make their con-

tract. Lucky took out insurance when h bid 4©’s and maybe our oppo-

nents should have bid five hearts to take out insurance.
