Signals

Attitude: high card follow in a suit followed encourages continuation; lowest
then up the line discourages. Also applies to discards in side suits. Count:
high card follow in a suit followed by lower shows even number of cards in that
suit; low then up the line shows odd number. Shift preference: high follow,
when it cannot be attitude, asks for shift to higher ranking of remaining suits,
low follow asks for a shift to a lower ranking suit.

Attitude is the most common, and prevails unless it clearly does not. Count is
useful in blocking access to long suit in dummy. Shift preference most com-
monly is used when opening lead captures a singleton in dummy in a suit con-

tract.
